has large Left [] Right [] varicosities, which are in related to documented saphenous incompetence. Traditional
surgical treatment is high ligation at the saphenous junction together with stripping of the saphenous vein and
interruption of branch varicosities. This is a procedure that often requires multiple surgical incisions under a
general anesthetic. Typically, there is a period of 2 — 4 weeks required for post-operative convalescence and
return to normal physical or work activities.

Endovenous laser ablation is an innovative alternative to surgical ligation and stripping. This procedure
allows ablation of the incompetent saphenous vein through a percutaneous approach done under a local
anesthetic.
